RECONCILIATION MISSION

“For just as the body is one and has many members, and all the members of the body
though many are one bodyso it is with Christ. For in the one Spirit we were all baptized
into one body- - Jews or Greeks, slaves or free- - and we were all made to drink of one
Spirit” (1 Cor 12:12-13)

The Christian Church (Disciples of Christ) has a history of dating from the 1960’s of sharing our resources
to address the racism of our society and the racism within our own church. We have called this “The
Reconciliation Mission.”

The 2020 Vision adopted by our church names this work as one of the four priorities of our mission together
as a whole church. A church-wide, voluntary annual Reconciliation Offering is the only source of funding for
this ministry. In 2010 this offering will be received on September 26 and October 3

One half of Oklahoma Disciples congregations’ Reconciliation Offerings is returned to Oklahoma for re-
gional church sponsored Reconciliation efforts. Atotal of $15,000 was distributed in 2009 to:

HELP (Health and English Language Project), a program of the Great Plains Literacy Council to
improve language proficiency among the Hispanic population in Southwest Oklahoma; sponsored
by First Christian Church, Altus.

Project Promise, an summer educational ministry to inner city children of Wildewood Christian
Church, Oklahoma City,

Agape Camp, a summer “camping” experience of Southern Hills Christian Church, Edmond, to
immerse elementary age children into the world of poverty and deprivation.

ARMS (Adult Role Models), a program of the Northern Oklahoma Youth Council that trains adults
to serve as mentors to at-risk minority youth in the Bartlesville area; sponsored by First Christian
Church, Bartlesville.

Math and Reading Saturday School, an on-going ministry of New Vessels Christian Church,
Oklahoma City, that provides remedial education programs to elementary age children.

Clergy Diversity Training Workshops are a series of workshops offered by the Christian Church in
Oklahoma to assist clergy in identifying and understanding issues of tolerance and sensitivity in
their congregations and communities.
