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The ROUND TU-IT programs has been developed to encourage, motivate, create excitement and involve
more men through their local churches. It is a program that encourages men to get “ROUND TU-IT” for
Jesus Christ, a program that will recognize and reward each man’s efforts.

3 Levels of recognition for your participation (work) in your Church, your denomination and your
community

Level | Bronze coin: To receive the first coin in the rewards program, a total of 30 points are required.
This is the only level that is retroactive. A man can have accomplished any
of these tasks previously and they will count (Bronze level only). Awarded at

Area meetings.

Level Il Silver coin: To receive the silver coin, a man must first have received the bronze coin and then
accumulate an additional 50 points. Awarded at Men’s Retreat.

Level lll Gold Coin To receive the gold coin, a man must have received both the bronze and silver coins
and then accumulate an additional 50 points. Awarded at Regional Men'’s
Luncheon.

Participating in the following activities will accumulate points:

5 Volunteered in a community organization that serves others
5 Mentored a young person
3/month | Attend church regularly at least 2 times per month (3 points / month with 9 points max)
3/month | Attend Sunday school at least 2 times per month (3 points/month with 9 points max)




Level Il Silver coin 50 points required

Points Activity since attaining the Bronze Coin
10 Teach a Sunday school class
10 Serve as a church camp counselor or at a youth conference in the Oklahoma region
10 Bring a first time registrant to one of the Men'’s retreats
10 Bring another person/family to church
Serve as an elected officer or committee chair of a local congregation or church board
Serve as an officer of a local Disciples Men’s group
Attend a church function at another Disciple Church (excluding men’s meeting)
Participate in a church visitation program (minimum, 3 times)
Serve Communion to shut-ins (minimum, 3 times)
Lead a Bible study
Organize a “work day” program at Texhoma, Central, or Camp Christian church camps
Regularly attend the local Men’s Fellowship group
Participate in a work day program at Texhoma, Central, or Camp Christian church camps
Participate in a men’s breakfast, luncheon or dinner program (3 times minimum)
Participate in a church mission project
Sponsor a children’s/youth meeting or event
Lead Children/youth programming
Attend a church musical program
Attend a special church educational program
Participate regularly in church choir
Participate in a church Bible study
3 Participate on a church committee or project
3/month | Attend church regularly at least 3 times per month (3 points/month with 9 points max)
3/month | Attend Sunday school at least 3 times per month (3 points/month with 9 points max)
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Level lll Gold coin 50 points required

10 Serve as an officer of the General Church’s Disciples Men’s Ministries

10 Serve as an officer of Regional Disciples Men’s Ministries, Christian Church in Oklahoma
10 Serve as an Area Disciples Men'’s Officer

10 Serve as an officer of any organization of the Christian Church (Disciples of Christ)

Attend an Oklahoma Area Church assembly/rally
Attend an Oklahoma Area church’s Disciples Men’s meeting other than your own area
Attend the Current Oklahoma Regional Assembly Men’s Luncheon
Bring another person / family to church (additional to Level II)
Participate on a church committee or project (additional to Level Il)
Do a home repair for an elderly person (2 hours minimum)
